Step 2 - Orientation:

Step 3 - Placement Survey:

This will assist in placing you in the class best suited to your skills. As of October 2018, the placement survey

is completed during the application process. You either completed this step through the admissions application
or a survey that was sent to your email address. To check for your placements, login to WebAdvisor/MyPortal,
go to Academic Planning, then click on Placement Test Summary to view your results. If you do not see
MMAP English or MMAP math placements, go back to Academic Planning, then click on Placement Survey to
complete the survey for placements.

Step 4 - Abbreviated Student Educational Plan:

What are noncredit courses?
